Grade 2 NCI Lesson
Using Scientific Tools

Objectives: 

SC 100.10.01  Raise questions about the world around them and be willing to seek answers to some of them by making careful observations in trying things

SC 100.10.01.c Use tools such as thermometers, magnifiers, rulers, or balances to extent their senses and gather information

Procedure:

1. Remind students that today their goal is to work like real scientists work everyday in their laboratory.  As they do their investigations, they will need to be thinking about questions they have and use their observations during the investigation to answer their questions.  

2. Divide class into 4 groups for the 2 stations they will rotate through.  Station A and C will perform the Slime Experiment and Station B and D will perform the Is there acid in liquids?.
3. After the students carry out their two investigations, the class as a whole will participate in the Dry Ice Experiment.  
4. As students are working with equipment, volunteers should relate equipment to real scientific use (Dry Ice – predictions/questions; Slime – measurement; Ph of Water – using scientific tools). Refer to station direction sheet.  Also, discussion will take place about estimation of measurement vs. exact measurement.

5. Discuss with students how they worked as scientists today.
