STATEMENT OF PUBLICATION POLICY

However, before any information is published, the individual is reminded that some of the information and knowledge that he or she possesses may be confidential to the government and/or affiliated contractor organizations and should not be disclosed.  Such confidential information includes business practices, such as contract pricing, overhead rates, pay scales and negotiation positions, or research results and patient-related information pertaining to work conducted by the government or affiliated contractor organizations at NCI-Frederick or its other facilities.

Publication may take the form of written articles, or the information may be available to the public through other channels, such as speeches, seminars or correspondence.  All publications, whether written or oral, must receive prior authorization from the concerned contractor organization by submission of a written copy or a summary of the publication to the senior director for the contractor who will provide a copy to the Office of the Associate Director of the sponsoring government agency.

All publications shall acknowledge the following information:

“The content of this publication does not necessarily reflect the views or policies of the Department of Health and Human Services, nor does mention of trade names, commercial products, or organization imply endorsement by the U. S. Government.”

SAIC FREDERICK GUEST RESEARCHER ADDENDUM
In addition to the Guest Researcher Agreement signed for efforts undertaken at NCI-Frederick, in consideration of my non-paid Guest Researcher status with Science Applications International Corporation (SAIC), hereinafter referred to as the “Company”, I further covenant and agree that:

1. My interest in (a) any and all inventions and improvements (whether or not patentable), and (b) suggestions, proposals, ideas, writings and the like, of any sort whatsoever, including any interest in any copyright, with which my work for the Company has been or may be concerned, which I have made or conceived, or may make or conceive, either solely or jointly with others, at any time during the period of my Guest Researcher status with the Company, shall be the exclusive property of the Company, its successors, assignees or nominees.  (The items defined in (a) and (b) above will hereinafter be referred to collectively as “Proprietary Subject Matter.”)

2. I shall make full and prompt disclosure in writing to the Director of Contracts and Administration of all Proprietary Subject Matter made or conceived by me during the term of my Guest Researcher status.

3. I shall promptly do such acts, and execute, acknowledge and deliver all such papers, including without limitation patent applications, as may be necessary or desirable in the sole discretion of the Company to obtain, maintain, protect and vest in the Company the entire right, title and interest in and to Proprietary Subject Matter and any patent applications, patents, coyprights, or other proprietary rights of any kind relating thereto, in all countries of the world; including rendering such assistance as the Company may request in any contemplated or pending litigation, Patent Office proceeding, or other proceeding.

4. Since the work for which I am engaged as a Guest Researcher may include knowledge and information of a confidential nature to the Company, I shall receive such knowledge and information in confidence, and shall not publish or disclose, or authorize anyone else to publish, disclose or make use of any sch information or knowledge without prior written authorization from SAIC.  I further acknowledge that this responsibility to protect SAIC’s confidential information extends beyond my Guest Researcher status with SAIC.  However, I understand that  the major portion of the work for which I am engaged will be cancer or AIDS related research work under contract between the Company and the Department of Health and Human Services,  that publication of such work is encouraged, and that my obligation to treat knowledge and information in confidence applies, for example, to Company-related business practices.  I further  understand that authorization for any publication or disclosure must be obtained by me from the Company before I publish a disclosure and that such publication or disclosure must state: “The work upon which this publication is based was performed pursuant to Contract Number NO1-CO-12400 with the National Cancer Institute, Department of Health and Human Services.  The U. S. Government retains a non-exclusive, royalty-free license to use or duplicate this article in any manner and for any purpose whatsoever, and to have or permit others to do so.”

5. All documents, written information and other items, including but not limited to notes, sketches, laboratory reports, experiments, notebooks, papers, publications, project reports, records, and information relating to inventions or improvements, kept or obtained by me while engaged as a Guest Researcher by the Company, shall be the exclusive property of the Company and shall be delivered by me to the Company on termination of my Guest Researcher status or at any time as requested by the Company.

6. I shall not at any time during the period of my Guest Researcher status with the Company compete or set up to compete, or assist others to compete or set up to compete with the Company in the development, production, marketing or servicing of any product or service with which the Company was, or may be, involved during my non-paid Guest Researcher status with the Company.

7. Exempted from this agreement is the Proprietary Subject Matter made or conceived by me prior to my Guest Researcher status with the Company which is (a) embodied in a United States Letters Patent, Copyright Registration or an application for United States Letters Patent or Copyright Registration filed prior to the commencement of my Guest Researcher status; (b) published in a publicly available journal or submitted for such publication; (c) in the physical possession of a former employee who owns it; (d) disclosed in detail in an attachment hereto; or (e) generated while working as a consultant with a firm, company, university or the United States government listed in an attachment hereto or approved by the Company in writing.

8. I shall abide by the terms and conditions of the prime operating contract, number NO1-CO-12400, between the Company and the National Cancer Institute, the NCI-Frederick safety regulations, policies and procedures, and the rules of Fort Detrick and the NCI.
